PACKET RADIO UPDATE:

By way of KBDDB we were informed that the Iron Mountain packet system was
NOT going down, it was in fact, being moved to another building due to
construction of the new building by Wisconsin Electric. No date was given when
they would be back on the air, just that they would be back. Along with that, the
station (digipeaters) owned by Steve, N8MLI will also be turned back on giving us
a link out of the Copper Country via Ishpeming to Iron Mountain and then to
points south. And.....my own, W8FWG-2 at Mt. Horace Greeley in Keweenaw
County was never turned off, it just lay there, with no one to communicate
through, so it too is back in operation. The three stations at Osceola; CMXLAN
and CMXBBS and MICMX are also intact, giving us a link west to Winona
(MIWIN). Hancock (MIHTN) is also in service if you are interested. All stations in
the chain are on 1245.090 MHz, with the exception of MICMX which is on
145.010 MHZ. The UHF link from Osceola to Herman has been turned off
permanently. (70 cm link).
